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Dark shadow of stagflation looms
over SAARC nations: RBI’s Patra

South Asian Association for Re-
gional Cooperation (SAARC)
member countries are now
faced with a tricky situation of
stagflation looming over them,
given the recent unpreceden-
ted slowdown in economic
activity, employment and ex-
port earnings, according to Mi-
chael Patra, Deputy Governor,
Reserve Bank of India (RBI).

The dark shadow of stag-
flation looms over us and our
outlook,” he added.

Speaking at the SAARCFIN-
ANCE Seminar in New Delhi

RBI Deputy Governor
Michael Patra

earlier this week, Patra said that
elevated and persistent infla-
tion had taken hold and
threatened to undermine the
nascent progress made so far.
The region has a tremendous
developmental challenge, he
added.

“Several members face
double-digit inflation in high
reaches. Global spilloversin the
form of exchange rate volatility,
elevated commodity prices
and supply chain pressures
have exacerbated imported in-
flation. Since February this
year, shortages of essential

commodities and soaring food
and energy prices have
threatened livelihood and the
welfare of our people,” he said.

What s stagflation?
An economy is said to be in
stagflation when inflation is

persistently elevated, eco-
nomic growth low and unem-
ployment high.

Patra said that SAARC has
great potential for economic
expansion with abundant nat-
ural resources, human capital
and market access. The promo-
tion of economic and social de-
velopment, through increased
trade and investment and
deeper regional economic in-
tegration, holds considerable
promise in South Asia.

In the reporting fort-
night, demand deposits de-
clined by 67,143 crore,
while time[fixed deposits
rose by ¥43,736 crore.

Banking expert \%
Viswanathan observed that
since banks are increasing
FD rates, depositors may be
shifting a portion of their
savings account balances
into FDs and also placing de-
posits with non-banking
finance companies, which
offer higher interest rates.
Further, depositors may

while outstanding credit
has gone up by 49,599
crore.

Since March-end 2022 and
up to August 12, 2022, bank
credit growth has outpaced
deposit growth. During this
period, bank credit has
grown by <%5,41,701 crore
against deposit growth of
X4,75,174 crore.

State Bank of India’s eco-
nomic research depart-
ment, in a recent note, as-
sessed that with capacity
utilisation nearing 75 per
cent, investment activity is
expected to strengthen fur-
ther, driven by rising capa-
city utilisation, govern-
ment’s capex push and
deleveraged corporate bal-
ance sheets.
