IBBI allows IP entities to make
submissions electronically

In a significant development
aimed at enhancing monitor-
ing capabilities, the Insolv-
ency and Bankruptcy Board
of India (IBBI) has granted
Insolvency Professional En-
tities (IPEs) acting as Insolv-
ency Professionals (IP) the
facility to electronically sub-
mit insolvency information.

This digital submission
capability was previously un-
available to IPEs functioning
asIPs.

The move by the insolv-
ency regulator, IBBI, marks a
significant step forward in
bolstering oversight over the
performance of IPEs acting
asIPs.

This decision comes ap-
proximately a year after IBBI
allowed IPEs to register as

IPsand engage in the activit-
ies governed by the Insolv-
ency and Bankruptcy Code
(IBC).

This was a noteworthy
policy shift, as prior to this
change, only individual pro-
fessionals were eligible to re-
gister and operate as IPs in
India.

BETTER MONITORING
Previously, individual IPs
were required to submit Cor-
porate Insolvency Resolu-
tion Process (CIRP) related
information and records to
IBBI for monitoring pur-
poses, utilising the electronic
platform hosted on the IB-
BI’s website.

However, no such elec-
tronic submission facility
was available to IPEs operat-
ingasIPs.

Consequently, IPEs were
unable to submit relevant

CIRP forms for the cases
they managed on the IBBI’s
website. However, the IBBI
has now rectified this gap by
issuing a circular permitting
IPEs acting as IPs to elec-
tronically submit CIRP
forms.

This enables the IBBI to
monitor the progress and
performance of assignments
undertaken by these entities.

Under the new arrange-
ment, IPEs will gain access to
the IBBI’s platform using
unique usernames and pass-
words provided by the regu-
latory body.

“It is a welcome move as it
will help IBBI and Insolvency
Professional Agency (IPA) in
monitoring performance of
CIRP handled by IPEs acting
as IPs”, Ashok Haldia, Chair-
man,Indian Institute of In-
solvency Professionals of
ICATI (IIIPT) told businessline.

Chabahar port: India speeds up
work on long-term contract

India is looking to clear the
path for signing a long-term
contract relating to Chaba-
har port (in Iran), while
plans are afoot to increase
investments at the Shahid
Beheshti terminal there.

Sources aware of the dis-
cussions say the plan is to
go ahead with a 10-year
contract, renewable auto-
matically, while the foreign
arbitration clause (settle-
ment of disputes in interna-
tional courts) - which was
holding up the contract
signing - is likely to be
dropped.

Arbitration could be con-
ducted under rules framed
by the UN Commission on
International Trade Law
(UNCITRAL), which is fa-
voured by India, over other
international trade arbitra-
tion mechanisms, according

to reports in international
media. In all likelihood, In-
dian officials could visit
Chabahar over the next few
weeks to work out details of
the long-term contract.

Iran’s accession to BRICS
is also seen as a push to-
wards speeding up the on-
going negotiations. Other
issues such as guarantee of
minimum traffic will also be
discussed.

DELIBERATIONS ON

Chabahar is India’s first
overseas port project and
the long-term agreement
will replace an initial pact,

which covers India’s opera-
tions at Shahid Beheshti
terminal in Chabahar port.
The initial pact is currently
renewed every year.

“The process of delibera-
tions are on. And efforts are
on to resolve issues and
complete deliberations as
early as possible,” an Indian
official aware of the discus-
sions told businessline.“Offi-
cials from the Ministry or
the state-run IPGL (India
Ports Global Ltd), which
runs operations at the ter-
minal, could visit the port,”
the official added.

Iranian news media re-
cently said India was ready
to finalise documents per-
taining to the completion of
the project. Chief Executive
of Iran’s Ports and Mari-
time Organisation (PMO)
said “only one paragraph of
the agreement has re-
mained unsettled that
should be addressed in less
than a month”.
